1 Corinthians 2:4 NIV

My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but 
with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power…



1 Corinthians 2:10-13 NIV

These are the things God has revealed to us by his Spirit. The Spirit searches 
all things, even the deep things of God. 11 For who knows a person’s 
thoughts except their own spirit within them? In the same way no one knows 
the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 12 What we have received is 
not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may 
understand what God has freely given us. 13 This is what we speak, not in 
words taught us by human wisdom but in words taught by the Spirit, 
explaining spiritual realities with Spirit-taught words. 



1 Corinthians 3:16 NIV

Don’t you know that you yourselves are God’s temple and that God’s Spirit 
dwells in your midst? 

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 NIV

Do you not know that your bodies are temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in 
you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; 20 you were 
bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your bodies.



1 Corinthians 6:11 NIV

And that is what some of you were. But you were washed, you were 
sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the 
Spirit of our God.

I CORINTHIANS 1-8



John 3:5-6 NIV

Jesus answered, “Very truly I tell you, no one can enter the kingdom of God 
unless they are born of water and the Spirit. 6 Flesh gives birth to flesh, but 
the Spirit gives birth to spirit.



John 14:16-18 NIV

And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Advocate to help you 
and be with you forever— 17 the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept 
him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives 
with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you.



John 14:25-26 NIV

“All this I have spoken while still with you. 26 But the Advocate, the Holy 
Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and 
will remind you of everything I have said to you.



John 16:13-15 NIV

But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all the 
truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he 
will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will glorify me because it is from me 
that he will receive what he will make known to you. 15 All that belongs to the 
Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will receive from me what he will 
make known to you.”

JESUS’ WORDS



Romans 8:13-16 NIV

For if you live according to the flesh, you will die; but if by the Spirit you put 
to death the misdeeds of the body, you will live. 14For those who are led by 
the Spirit of God are the children of God. 15 The Spirit you received does not 
make you slaves, so that you live in fear again; rather, the Spirit you received 
brought about your adoption to sonship. And by him we 
cry, “Abba, Father.” 16 The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are 
God’s children.



Romans 8:26-27 NIV

In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what 
we ought to pray for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us through 
wordless groans. 27 And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the 
Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for God’s people in accordance with the 
will of God. 



Ephesians 1:13-14 NIV

And you also were included in Christ when you heard the message of 
truth, the gospel of your salvation. When you believed, you were marked in 
him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit, 14 who is a deposit guaranteeing 
our inheritance until the redemption of those who are God’s possession—
to the praise of his glory. 



Galatians 5:16-17 NIV

So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the 
flesh. 17 For the flesh desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what 
is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each other, so that you are 
not to do whatever you want. 



Galatians 5:22-25 NIV

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, kindness, goodness, 
faithfulness, 23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no 
law. 24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its 
passions and desires. 25 Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with 
the Spirit.
