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PHILIPPI
Acts 16:16-21 ESV

As we were going to the place of prayer, we were met by a slave girl who had a spirit

of divination and brought her owners much gain by fortune-telling. " She followed Paul

and us, crying out, “These men are servants of the Most High God, who proclaim to

you the way of salvation.” "®And this she kept doing for many days. Paul, having
become greatly annoyed, turned and said to the spirit, “| command you in the name of .
Jesus Christ to come out of her” And it came out that very hour.  But when her
owners saw that their hope of gain was gone, they seized Paul and Silas and dragged
them into the marketplace before the rulers. 2° And when they had brought them to the
magistrates, they said, “These men are Jews, and they are disturbing our city. ! They
advocate customs that are not lawful for us as Romans to accept or practice.”
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Acts 16 29
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One who heard us was a woman named Lydia, from the city of
Thyatira, a seller of purple goods, who was a worshiper of God.
The Lord opened her heart to pay attention to what was said by
Paul. ™ And after she was baptized, and her household as well...

THESSALONICA
Acts 17:2-8 ESV

And Paul went in, as was his custom, and on three Sabbath days he reasoned with them from the Scriptures,
3 explaining and proving that it was necessary for the Christ to suffer and to rise from the dead, and saying,
“This Jesus, whom | proclaim to you, is the Christ.” ¢ And some of them were persuaded and joined Paul
and Silas, as did a great many of the devout Greeks and not a few of the leading women. ® But the Jews were
jealous, and taking some wicked men of the rabble, they formed a mob, set the city in an uproar,and
attacked the house of Jason, seeking to bring them out to the crowd. ® And when they could not find them,
they dragged Jason and some of the brothers before the city authorities, shouting, “These men:who hav P
turned the world upside down have come here also, 7 and Jason has received them, and they are all acting R %

against the decrees of Caesar, saying that there is another king, Jesus.” ® And the people and the city
authorities were disturbed when they heard these things.




ATHENS
Acts 17:16-20 ESV

Now while Paul was waiting for them at Athens, his spirit was provoked within him as he
saw that the city was full of idols. ' So he reasoned in the synagogue with the Jews and
the devout persons, and in the marketplace every day with those who happened to be

there. ® Some of the Epicurean and Stoic philosophers also conversed with him. And

some said, “What does this babbler wish to say?” Others said, “He seems to be a preacher ..

of foreign divinities”—because he was preaching Jesus and the resurrection. ' And they T
took him and brought him to the Areopagus, saying, “May we know what this new
teaching is that you are presenting? 2° For you bring some strange things to our ears. We
wish to know therefore what these things mean.” "




ATHENS
Acts 17:22-27 ESV

So Paul, standing in the midst of the Areopagus, said: “Men of Athens, | perceive that

in every way you are very religious. 2 For as | passed along and observed the objects

of your worship, | found also an altar with this inscription: ‘To the unknown god.” What
therefore you worship as unknown, this | proclaim to you. #* The God who made the
world and everything in it, being Lord of heaven and earth, does not live in temples
made by man. 2° nor is he served by human hands, as though he needed anything, ™ ——
since he himself gives to all mankind life and breath and everything. #® And he made
from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having
determined allotted periods and the boundaries of their dwelling place, #’ that they
should seek God, and perhaps feel their way toward him and find him. Yet he is
actually not far from each one of us...”




EPHESUS
Acts 19:23-27 ESV

About that time there arose no little disturbance concerning the Way. #* For a man named
Demetrius, a silversmith, who made silver shrines of Artemis, brought no little business to
the craftsmen. % These he gathered together, with the workmen in similar trades, and
said, “Men, you know that from this business we have our wealth. #® And you see and
hear that not only in Ephesus but in almost all of Asia this Paul has persuaded and
turned away a great many people, saying that gods made with hands are not gods.
27 And there is danger not only that this trade of ours may come into disrepute but also |
that the temple of the great goddess Artemis may be counted as nothing, and that she
may even be deposed from her magnificence, she whom all Asia and the world worship.”
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
